Prayer - the Flower that always grows

The symbol of Pavement Project is a red flower. It symbolises life, resilient, growing
through cracks in the pavement and concrete, bringing vibrant colour to hard, grey
places. It can be seen on the front of all the Pavement Project materials that are
carried by the workers, bringing hope to the children of the world.

Why not use a picture of a flower to prompt you to pray for Pavement Project, for
counsellors, and for vulnerable children. You could:

e Draw the outline of a flower

e Write your prayers on each petal of the flower

e Display the flowers as a reminder to pray.
